2.50 Photograph Reproduction

The staff of the History Room will arrange for the reproduction of a limited
number of photographs from its processed collection with the understanding
that such images are intended solely for use by the applicant.

Applicants are required to pay Richland Community Library the cost of
reproduction, the cost of any copy negative that must be made, and a fee to
handle the request.

Conditions of use

Photographic material may not be reproduced or published without the written
permission of the RCL and is for one time use with no other rights. An
authorized use form, which specifies intended use, can be obtained from the
History Room.

This permission form pertains to the use of still images in print, video, CD-ROM,
or any other photographic or electronic medium.

All photographs must be credited to the Barnes and Little History Room, Richland
Community Library, Richland, Michigan, and if necessary, any specific collection
should be credited as well.
