4.10 Aesthetics and Gifts Committee

This Ad hoc Committee will be comprised of three Board Members and two
Community volunteers. The Library Director is an ex-officio member of the
Committee. The committee makes recommendation to the Board. This
committee meets only when necessary according the charges listed below.

Committee Charge

1. Upon commencement of this committee, its first charge will be to adopt
standards and make an initial strategic plan for the overall décor for the
Library and its property.

2. The Aesthetics and Gifts Committee is expected to maintain and recommend
to the Board a “Wish List” of items deemed necessary or appropriate to
maintain the Mission of and/or to add to the aesthetic value of the Library.
The Library Director may submit recommendations to this committee for
consideration.

3. The Aesthetics and Gifts Committee is expected to make recommendations to
the Board regarding tangible gifts that are given to the Library. This pertains
to items not included on the “wish list” in accordance to the “Gift Acceptance
Policy”.
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
